About Kathak

Kathak is one of eight classical Indian dance forms. It
originates from northern India and features graceful
movements, fast footwork and pirouettes. This and the fact
that it was nurtured both in the Hindu temples and
patronized in the Mughal courts, sets it apart from other
classical Indian dance forms. There are three schools or
gharanas of Kathak- our focus is on the Lucknow gharana.

About Nrityangan

Nrityangan Kathak Academy (NKA) has been the only Kathak
institution in the entire state of Indiana for almost two
decades. The mission statement for NKA is “to promote
diversity and educate the community in the north Indian
classical dance form of Kathak”. NKA students present an
annual Kathak showcase which is free of any admission
charges and is attended by 500-750 guests. Students of NKA
participate in local community and corporate events,
fundraisers and outreaches. Students have performed in
notable events like North America Bengali Conference in
Madison Square Garden, NYC, Multicultural event at Depauw
University, Summer concerts at Greencastle, IN, Gregory
Hancock Dance Theater productions, Heartland Film festival
gala, the first Carmel Diwali, etc. NKA students also
collaborate with classical and jazz musicians and other local
dance companies, both Indian and Western, to allow the
evolution of Kathak while staying true to its original content.
